Operating Room Chairs - $4,366 

Laboratory Air Conditioner - $6,740 

Computer Systems/Upgrades - $10,782 

Patient Wandering System - $ 36,203 

Some of these items are replacements for old 

equipment that is no longer feasible to repair. Alexandra 

Hospital prioritizes the equipment it needs and has a 5 

year capital plan as well as a 10-15 year plan for capital 

items. Dollars are always needed to fund these critical 

items.

AHI is enjoying many physical upgrades. To make us 

more senior-friendly, many interior walls and railings have 

been painted with distinguishable paint colours and 

clearer signage has been posted throughout the hospital.
